	 4 - f- For the equality between communities during the March on Washington for Jobs and Freedom
	 5 - d - Very much debated election
	 6 - h - Movement against violence and inequalities against Black people in the USA

2 /	  Common points: the «thrones» and their similar round shape, the attitude of the two men = power, the 
outfits = uniforms, similar colors and fabrics, use of African elements = shields, surroundings for T’Challa.
Differences: fiction vs. history,reality, 50 years between the two pictures, Newton holds weapons = seen 
as a challenge, idea of hostility vs. T’Challa = peaceful, idea of defense.

3 / Extract 1 Extract 2
Locations Africa = landscape (African savannah), wild animals, 

trees (fever trees/vachellia), nature
USA = apartment, urban setting, basket-
ball field, fences, city lights

Characters’ outfits traditional = African fabrics, colors and patterns modern = street wear, casual, US culture
Languages African language (Xhosa) English with African intonations

4 /	 Burial of the two characters in the soil of Wakanda = power of the land of the ancestors, which regene-
rates. African soil brings strength, a return to the origins.
5 /	 tree = a family tree, with its roots set in the African ground + idea of legacy, of a duty towards the ancestors
6 /	  1 : serene, peaceful atmosphere = reassuring, smoothing - the ancestors bring wisdom and confidence

2 : gloomy atmosphere, violence, idea of loss and confusion, bitterness (loss of the own homeland)
7 /	 a) «Everybody dies. It’s just life around here.» b) This quote hints at the climate of violence and intolerance 
which is getting more and more important in the USA, it refers to the increasing number of victims in the Afri-
can-American community and the appearance of movements such as «Black Lives Matter», it alludes to the 
social crisis affecting the USA, most particularly the African-American community.
8 /	 1 = T’Challa and his father appear complementary, represent the transmission of power to the younger 
generation, they even appear together on the screen / 2 = more of a confrontation between Killmonger and his 
father, like a face-off, they are never together on the screen = division, gap, distance from the ancestors. 
→ Focus on emotions : form of intimacy between viewer and characters, we share their inner thoughts.

more divided socially, politically. A reference to Trump’s policy of self-protection and isolation: project of wall 
between the USA and Mexico = a way to separate, isolate, divide the communities.
